Dunscar the owl has been doing his bit to help out through the 
demonstrations and he recently helped raise part of the £150 
that was needed for a vet’s bill.

As well as Dunscar and his owl friends, Barn Owl Bill cares for a 
wide variety of other birds of prey at the sanctuary.  With an 
average of 50 birds in his care at one time, Bill’s dedication is 
extraordinary.  The sanctuary is a registered charity and relies on 
the generous support of businesses and members of the community.
